	CURRICULUM INTENT

· Communicate information using maps, plans, graphs, and diagrams.

The Geography curriculum at Pencalenick School follows the National Curriculum and leverages our unique geographical setting.

Learning about the past and its study methods helps children understand their world. History fosters empathy and open-minded views on cause and effect, stimulating intellectual skills by focusing on why changes occurred.
